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General Appearance. Allow 4 points for each: (1) good posture,
(2) clean face and hands, (3) hair combed, (4) neatly dressed, (5) clean
fingernails.

Neckerchief and Slide. Insignia at back should be right side up and
centered. Fold or roll long edge over several times to about 6 inches from
tip of neckerchief. Draw neckerchief slide over ends and adjust to fight
snugly.

Shirt. Official long- or short-sleeve, blue for Tiger Cubs and Cub Scouts;
either blue or tan (optional) for Webelos Scouts. If tan shirt is worn, wear
blue shoulder loops or epaulets. Shirt must be clean and neatly tucked
into the pants/shorts.

Pants/Shorts. Dark, solid color pants/shorts. Pants/shorts must be clean
and free from holes.

Socks. Socks must be clean and free from holes.

Shoes. Shoes must be worn. Sandals are not appropriate. Shoes must
be clean and free from holes.

Registration.  Current registration card or temporary certificate on
person.

Insignia. Allow 5 points for the correct placement of insignia in each
area: (1) left pocket, (2) right pocket, (3) left sleeve, (4) right sleeve.

“Extra Credit” Points

Cap. Navy blue with gold front panel and Wolf emblem for Scouts in a
Wolf den; navy blue with light blue front panel and Bear emblem for

5pts Scouts in a Bear Den; Navy blue with plaid front panel and Webelos
emblem for Scouts in a Webelos den.
Belt. Official blue web belt cut to proper length with Cub Scout or
Webelos insignia on front. Webelos Scouts wearing optional tan uniform
5pts may wear either the blue belt and Webelos buckle or olive belt and
Webelos buckle.
“Brag Vest”. Red felt vest with patches neatly sewn on.
